VolunTEEN Program: Summer 2023

PROGRAM PURPOSE:

The VolunTEEN program is a mentorship and leadership-training program for Whittier teens ages 14-17 (as of
May 19, 2023). VolunTEENS work alongside our trained City of Whittier recreation staff members who
emphasize leadership development, teamwork, and professionalism. VolunTEENS will have an opportunity to
gain valuable life and work skills and earn service credit, all while making a difference in their community!

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

e VolunTEENS will be assigned to various recreational summer youth programs and special events to assist
with the planning and facilitation of staff-supervised recreational activities.

e VounTEENS must commit to working assigned hours with exception of up to a two-week, pre-approved
vacation. VolunTEENS are expected to attend Monday training meeting during summer programming.

VolunTEEN RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Required to adhere to the rules and behavioral policies outlined in the VolunTEEN Contract.
e Attend all mandatory trainings, meetings, and scheduled shifts.

e Show respect toward the staff, their peers, and the participants with whom they work with.
o Will participate and complete assigned tasks to the best of their ability.

e A missed meeting due to a planned vacation, requires prior approval from the VolunTEEN Program Lead.
